Student Drop Off:
For their safety, students may not be dropped off prior to 7:30am.  Doors open at 7:30am for students.  At that time, school staff will be outside and in the hallways to supervise student arrival.  

	
Transportation Changes:
Students will be sent home by their usual means of travel, which we will have on file, unless we receive a note.
